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Your child can’t be on school grounds 
while they are suspended 

It is against the law for your child to be on school 
grounds while suspended. If your child is on school 
grounds while suspended, they are committing a  
criminal offence. 

Your child can be on school grounds to attend  
the reconnection meeting. 

If your child has other good reasons to be on school 
grounds, for example to:

•	 get services provided on school grounds

•	 attend an agreed alternative learning program

the Principal can approve this in writing.
