Behaviour

It is imperative that student behaviour will not in any way bring these championships into disrepute.
Schools must be responsible for the conduct of their students and supporters.

Organising officials will act strongly to maintain the standard of these championships.

Shootout

In a shootout competition, five players from each team take a one-on-one shootout alternately against a
defender from the other team as set out in this regulation. The shootout competition comprises all series of
shootouts required to determine a result.
f  Each team shall nominate the five players in order to take the shootouts and submit names to the
official in charge of the match. Red carded players cannot take part in the shootout.
f  Captains will toss for choice to take or defend first in the shootout
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
